Committee of Chorus North Shore to the Board of Trustees of Chorus North Shore. The
recommendation will be based on talent and the strength of the application. Preference
will be given to a student who has sung and performed with Chorus North Shore.

AWARD: The Committee will notity the high school Guidance Department and the
award certificate will be presented at ceremonies at the graduating high school. To
receive the award, the recipient must show that freshman music courses have been
completed during the first semester at the school of higher learning, and that he or she is a
student in good standing. If the student is on academic or other probation, proof must be
given that the probationary status has been lifted. The award will be given directly to the
student at the end of the first semester at the school of higher learning.
